Saturday morning coaching for
young beginners is envisaged again
for 1995 -the third year of such
coaching - for a modest cost of £1 per
sesgion per child member.

Club evenings are held on
Tuesdays and Thursdays for adult
members from about 6.00 pm during
the months of May to September
inclugive, and visitors are most
welcome to attend as they are to the
Social Sunday Tournaments fixed for
Sunday afternoons,

These will be held on June 4th and
26th, July 9th and 23rd, August 13th
and September 3rd. For a very small
entrance fee visitors can join with
members in a very special afternoon’s
tennis culminating in tea and prizes
for winners and runners up. Partners
are drawn for, so do not be shy about
coming forward. You will be made
very welcome and weather permitting,
have a most entertaining afternoon.

Because the club is affiliated to the
Lawn Tennis Association, members
have the added advantage of being
entered in a draw for tickets for
Wimbledon, of which 28 were received
for the 1994 championships. Tickets
cost face-value and must not be
resold.
