West Oxfordshire District Council has come near the top of a league of
councils compiled by a Sunday newspaper. The Council was placed 12th out
of the 238 district councils in England in a survey by the Independent on
Sunday published on April 9, which measured their efficiency. It was shown
to be by far the best performing council in Oxfordshire and also did better
than other neighbouring councils. The league table took into account the
way councils delivered a wide range of services during 1998/1999. It was
based on figures compiled by the Audit Commission, the local government
watchdog. Every year councils are required by the Government to publish a
large number of performance indicators, which measure how well they have
provided their key services.
