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The Internet has been in demand over the summer months. At times a
queuing system was in operation. This service is used by the public to check
and to send their e-mails. Known places of contact have been America,
Australia, Belgium, Germany, Guernsey, Japan and New Zealand. The
Worldwide Web has also been used for projects and for general information.

Interesting window displays have promoted local activities including
Bonhams Valuation Day, Wychwood Garden and Allotments Summer Show
and the Wychwood Library Appeal and Book Sale, and also a topical display
of Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth the Queen Mother's 100th Birthday.
