Did you know that
you may take out ten books each? so there is still some promotional work to
do, but we are in line with national figures.

It is now possible to come to the library on the X3 Bus Service from
Shipton for both the morning and afternoon opening hours. An hour could be
spent browsing through the books reading the local papers or even sending
an e-mail. Then you could return to Shipton. Sorry, I do not know the cost of
the return journey, but I think the money would be well spent. Browsing and
book loans are free.

A class visit was also made to the library, and a display for World
Book Day has been mounted in the entrance hall at Wychwood School. The
library opening times are below, and if you have not visited the library yet,
we hope you will do so soon.
