Every year millions of pounds are unclaimed from thousands of
people, who struggle on low incomes, but fail to claim state benefits that are
theirs by right.

Many are reluctant to claim because they feel it is charity but this money
comes from taxes that you or your family pay when you are able to
contribute. It is like putting money into a bank for a ‘rainy day’. So when you
cla}gm benefit you are in effect withdrawing funds that were previously paid
in by you.

The range of benefits range from help to pensioners and families on low
income, to people off work due to illness, an accident, redundancy or a
business failure or disabled people who need extra care.
