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Quite a few of the trees have been planted in hedgerows. Unfortunately
nowadays, casual agricultural contractors often destroy young hedgerow
trees when they trim hedges using mechanical flails. We have flagged the
hedgerow trees which we have planted, to try to avoid this happening here,
and we hope that landowners will remind contractors and their workmen to
keep a look out for these vulnerable trees.

Next winter we hope to plant more trees in and around Ascott as well, but
finding suitable sites has not been so easy. We have funds available and
several sites in mind, so if you have an idea for a site in Ascott, do please let
me know as soon as possible.
