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Nan trained as a schoolteacher in

Ports mouth and taught in the local school
until, in 1924, she married Ted Pearce, a
coalminer from Cardiff. They started
their married life in part of the De Maid
family home in Blaenrhondda.

Equal Rights? - No Way!

In those days married womean were not
employed as teachers and times were
hard when Ted was out of work during
the 1926-27 miners’ strike. On 31°
January 1927, Nan applied for a teaching
job in Milton-under-Wychwood school,
attached to the Baptist Church. She came
for an interview the next day, was given
the job and never returned to Wales.
Nan sent a telegram to Ted saying;
“Come when you can. I've got the job.”
Football fan to his boots, Ted was unable
to arrive until the day of the FA Cup
Final, played at the new Wembley
Stadium, when Cardiff City beat Arsenal
1-0. This is the only time the cup has left
England.

Nan taught at the Baptist School for two
vears and then became Head Teacher at
the Milton Primary School in Church
Road. They then moved from Bruern
Road to the School House. Colin arrived
in 1935 and attended Milton School until
sent to boarding school aged nine.

Nan was a good teacher, firm but fair.
We are sure her pupils, many of whom
are still resident in the Wychwoods, will
have memories of her to share with us.
Nanretired in 1958 and they eventually
moved into the bungalow, The
Shrubbery, next door to the Library.
They were married for 52 years when
Ted died in 1976. Annie lived mntil 1981,
enjoving life as the first resident in
Langston House, Milton, with Colin, his
wife Barbara and their three children
close by.
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
