Oxfordshire Libraries now provides a 

wide range of both e-book and e-audio 

titles, including a number of reading 

group titles. These may be of particular 

interest to Reading Group members who 
require either large print or audio copies 

of our books. E-readers allow the font to 

be enlarged and e-audio titles can be 

played on computers or MP3 devices such 

as ipods, iphones or android devices.  

 

You may also have noticed in the national 

media the promotion of a ground -

breaking new online service to be offered 

by the public library service; customers 

will have access initially to 1.5million 
scientific, technical and medical journal 

articles from nine major publishers, 

including Elsevier, SAGE, Wiley and 

OUP. The service will continue to grow 

under the initiative championed by the 

Society of Chief Librarians and 

Publishers Licensing Society. This new 

venture is free to the library service and 

free to our customers but it will only be 

available from Oxfordshire Libraries’ 
public computers and not from home. So 

come and do your research with us.
