provide some
shade from the
sun, but located
away from
obvious predator
locations. If you
see one of the
boxes try not to
disturb it, we are
hopeful that some
nesting pairs will
find them this
season. This is a great initiative by the
Cubs and their leaders and it all counts
towards their Cub badges.

What we need now is a bird survey to see
what impact the boxes make over the
years to the bird population of the garden.
